Two weeks later
Johnny's father walked out on him and his
mother, and his mother slowly slid into de-
spair, drugs and an abusive new relation-
ship. Johnny has never given up hope of
finding Alyssa alive and has been secretly
systematically searching his hometown
with the help of his dysfunctional best
friend. The other person who cannot let
go of the Alyssa case is Detective Clyde
Hunt who has been trying to look out for
Johnny and his mother as well as trying to
solve Alyssa’s disappearance, to the detri-
ment of his career and his own marriage.

Then a second young girl disappears in

This is the story of the seductive gypsy girl
Carmen, whose infatuation with the soldier
Don Jose eventually leads to the destruc-
tion of them both. It is a traditional produc-
tion of Bizet's opera. The sets are simple
but still manage to evoke Spain. The
women's costumes disappointed me,
though. Carmen, the other gypsies and
the cigarette girls looked dirty and slutty. It
made me wonder why a rock-star personal-
ity like Escamillo, the toreador, would even
go to their kind of tavern.

Don Jose (Jonas Kaufmann) is the star of
this production, in my view. He looks
good, sounds good, acts well and his de-
scent into pathological jealousy is convinc-
ing. Carmen (Anna Caterina Antonacci) is
very competent; flirty, hard and selfish. Es-
camillo (lldebrando d'Arcangelo) looks the
part, but his singing is lacklustre.
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I know it's really tempting, but please do
not fill out the crosswords or Sudoku puz-
zles (or other games) in the Library’s
magazines or newspapers.
